Taxes for people leaving Japan

In Japan, resident tax is levied on income such as salary.

This is a tax paid to the city.

Resident tax is calculated based on income of previous year.

If you left Japan in the middle of the year, but were living in Japan on January 1st,

you must pay resident tax for the entire year.

Tax notices will be sent in June to people who will continue to live in Japan.
However, people who leave Japan now will not be able to receive tax notices, and

will not be able to pay them.

You can leave Japan without paying resident tax, but you will have to pay more

tax or be unable to get a visa next time you come to Japan.

People leaving Japan must ask someone else in Japan to be your "tax agent" to
pay your taxes on your behalf.
However, if there is no one to be your "tax agent," you can make a "Prepayment"

to pay your taxes yourself.

If you would like to pay your taxes before leaving Japan, please fill out a
prepayment application form.
We will calculate and tell you the amount of taxes you have to pay this year.

We cannot refund the money paid as the prepayment.
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
